LET’S FIND ZIZKA'S EYE cé

On the Vitkov hill there is the National Monument that
used to be a Communist VIP mausoleum, which now holds
an exhibition on Czech history. You can visit its terrace to take
some photos or chill out in a café, where you can enjoy the view
for free - instead of paying the entrance fee. In front, there's
a statue of our national hero, Hussite leader Jan Zizka, who
lost his eye in a battle.

The Zizkov Television Tower was built in the 80's and it
is no secret that it is often voted as one of the ugliest buildings
in the world.
